The grants range in size from $10,000-$50,000 and span across
communities in North America including Arkansas, Florida, New Jersey, Kansas,
Wisconsin, Texas, Georgia, New Mexico, Colorado, Arizona, Utah, Washington,
Minnesota, Iowa, Connecticut, Alabama, Utah, Washington DC, Rhode Island, 
Prince Edward Island and Saskatchewan.
